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Concept: Form can be descriptive

Subject: Architecture Around the World

Problem Statement: Students will create an architectural structure out of card paper which reflects architectural elements of the Japanese, Greek, or Victorian Styles and represents their dream house

Core Standards: 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.5, 1.6

Objectives: 

· Become familiar with different styles of architecture
· Understand that each culture has specific features within architecture which reflect the peoples’ way of life
· Learning that paper can be changed from a 2 dimensional space to a three dimensional form

· Being able to reflect one of the styles of architecture within their own dream house

· Being creative with the materials and taking chances in the creation of their building

Anticipated Skills:

· Being able to manipulate the card paper in order to construct a 3 dimensional form of a house

· Learning to build a paper roof which is self supported by the walls and being able to successfully use glue to hold the structure together

· Mastering paper cutting techniques to cut out architectural details for the outside 

· Learning to add tabs to paper and fold it in order to have surfaces to glue

Motivation:

· Greek architecture

· Three types of columns are found within Greek architecture

· Ionic is oldest and most simple

· Corinthian is latest style and most ornate

· Temples and architecture decorated to represent specific Gods to worship

· Complicated carvings were done in marble and stone

· Japanese style 

· Japanese houses have thin walls because of the mild climate

· Overlapping, slanted, and slightly curved roofs

· Timber is the traditional building material

· Variety of buildings constructed for religious ceremonies

· The outer décor and colors reflect the religious culture

· Victorian Era

· This period was a time of free expression in architecture

· High ceilings, many large windows, porches, multiple fireplaces, and towers or turrets

· Ornamentation was expressed in such terms as carpenter's lace, gingerbread trim, finials, fretwork, balustrades, and a variety of shingles such as fish scale shingles

Demonstration: Architectural Structure Demonstration

· Take 4 pieces of card paper and cut each piece in half so that each person has 8 pieces

· Instruct the children on how to make glue tabs on two pieces to glues the structure together

· Using 4 pieces, two of which have tabs on either side, construct the base of the house

· Construct the roof using one of the two methods used on the handout

· Using the foam Board or markers, cut out details for the architectural features on the house

· Remind the children that they must keep in mind the styles within Japanese, Greek, and Victorian architecture and should reflect this in their work

Cleanup:

· After Period 1: Make sure all scissors, glue and whole pieces of paper are put back in their correct storage places.  All paper scraps should be thrown away and tables should be sponged off.  The house constructions should be stored in a safe place for the next class.  Handouts should be placed back in the folders for the next class.

· After building is constructed: All foam scraps and paper should be thrown away unless the scraps are large enough to be used for other details.  Markers, scissors, paper, foam board, and glue should all be put in their storage places and tables sponged once again.  Children should be reminded to bring in pictures if they need ideas for details on their structures.

Homework:

Research different kinds of architectural structures from around the world.  Share a picture of one of the structures with the class and be able to explain a little something about this culture’s architectural style.
