DOMAIN: Form

CONCEPT: Form can be Descriptive

SUBJECT:  Butterfly and Caterpillar Composition

PROBLEM STATEMENT:  Students will Create Caterpillars and Butterflies from various materials to show the changes that come with spring time and to understand how form can be used as a descriptive element.

CORE STANDARDS: 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.5, 1.6

OBJECTIVES:  

· To understand the changes that occur when a caterpillar becomes a butterfly

· To realize that clay and other materials can be manipulated to create a form

· To learn about the characteristics of butterflies and caterpillars

· To understand that most objects are made up of simple shapes and forms can be created by combing shapes  

ANTICIPATED SKILLS

· Exploration of the material to discover how to create a caterpillar from pom-poms and sculpt model magic into a butterfly

· Mastering the use of a minimal amount of glue for things to stick

· Learning to paint a form without painting other objects around it

· Discovering how a form can be laid on a flat background (relief)

· Using fine motor skills to sculpt animals out of clay

VOCABULARY

· Caterpillar

· Butterfly

· Cocoon

· Change

· Spring Time

MATERIALS: Pom-poms (big and small), googley eyes, glue, model magic, tempera paint, brushes, construction paper, scissors

VISUALS:  Pictures of butterflies and caterpillars and their transformation within a cocoon

MOTIVATION: 

· Explain the difference between a flat surface and a form

· Talk about caterpillars, where they live, and what they eat

· Describe how the caterpillars build a cocoon and change inside of it

· Talk about butterflies, where they live, where they go in winter

· Explain how 3-D objects can be put on a flat surface for a neat project

DEMONSTRATION:  

· Talk about how many parts a caterpillar has

· Assemble the body using large pom-poms

· Talk about how many legs insects have and add small pom-poms for legs

· Add the googley eyes for the caterpillar to see

· Explain how it is now spring and the caterpillars will be changing into butterflies

· Make the wings on the butterflies using model magic and talking about the letter “B”

· Make the body like the number one

· Push the pieces together with their fingers

· Flatten out little balls of model magic for the spots on the butterfly

· Talk about how the two wings are identical

· The next class have the students make backgrounds for the caterpillar and butterflies on two pieces of paper. Color them using crayons

· Add rolled brown tissue paper for tree branches on the first picture. Talk about making the letter “Y” to make the branches (caterpillar)

· Pull apart cotton balls for the clouds in the sky around the butterflies

· Glue the caterpillar on the branches and put the butterfly in the sky

CLEANUP:

· After Period 1: Put the completed caterpillars and butterflies in a labeled box for them to use in the next class.  Have the children wash their hands, push in their chairs, and line up quietly.  The teacher will put all other materials away

· After Period 2:  Have the students bring their projects one by one to the drying rack, wash their hands, push in their chairs and line up.  Again the teacher will collect all materials and put them away
ASSESMENT/CLOSURE: 

(After Class Period 1) Ladies and Gentlemen, your caterpillars and butterflies really look great! I am happy to see that everyone added the correct number of legs on their caterpillars and made both wings on their butterflies look the same.  Next week we will make places for the butterflies and caterpillars to live.  Have a great week everyone!

(After Project Completion)….

· Ask the students questions about butterflies and caterpillars to see what they have leaned

· Have the children show their projects to the other students and explain what is in their picture

· Teacher will hang the projects in the hallway on a display board
