· To analyze various parts of the color wheel

· To identify different complementary color combination

· To understand the use of line and color to create an optical illusion
· To create an original work displaying complementary colors within Op Art
Anticipated Skills:
· Exploration of the way colors and lines are used to create optical illusions

· Assemblage of an Op Art composition using complimentary colors

· Being able to use lines in a specific way to create an optical illusion
· Planning ahead to make sure the lines are drawn correctly and colors are placed in the correct order

Motivation:

· Objects absorb every color of the spectrum and reflect the color we see

· Color differentiates the hues- primary, secondary, tertiary

· Complementary- directly across from each other on the color wheel which mix to create gray-brown colors (Works of Cezanne and various paintings with complementary color schemes)
· Contour Line- basic outline of an object without details

· Op Art- Actually first called kinetic art.  It is art that creates optical illusions through the use of line and color.  Op Art is concerned with illusion, perception and the physical and psychological effects of color. (Various images of Optical Art)

· Op art has been evident as far back as cave paintings and mosaics created on the floors in Pompeii. (Image of Pompeii Mosaic)

· By the 1960’s Op Art became huge in the United States where the artists used vivid colors, concentric circles, and curved lines to create illusions. (Work of Bridget Riley)

· Optical Illusions- A trick that makes an image appear 3 dimensional even though it is on a flat surface. However, optical illusions have less to do with the eye and more to do with how the brain works (Visual of Optical Art Questionaire)
Demonstration: Op Art Complementary Colors Hand Illusion Demonstration
· Using a pencil, LIGHTLY trace one hand onto the white paper using careful planning to balance the positive and negative space of the composition 
· With a ruler, draw straight lines in half inch strips across the paper.  Stop using the ruler and curve the lines upward through the center of the hands. Continue with a straight line on the other side of the hand.
· Choose one set of complementary colors and use colored pencils to color, alternating colors with each strip.
· Erase any pencil marks that are visible after coloring.

· Mat the work onto a larger sheet of black construction paper

Cleanup:

· After Period 1: Make sure children have their name in pencil on the back of the composition. Collect all pencils and markers.

· After Period 2:  Make sure each student’s work is glued securely to the matting and that the name label is attached. Again, collect all pencils and markers.
Assessment/ Closure:

    Ladies and gentlemen, your hand illusions look wonderful so far!  Make sure if you have started coloring that you use only complimentary colors or your composition will not show an illusion.  Next time we will continue coloring and hopefully our optical illusions will be finished by the end of next class.  We can then mat the pictures and hang them in the hallway.

Homework:
For extra credit have the students either research a) illusions created by complementary colors b) interior design images where complementary color schemes were used c) works by famous artists that are created using complementary colors
Differentiated Learning: 

    Students may have the option of completing the project with crayon or a different coloring material upon teacher approval.  They may also choose to use more than one hand as long as they continue to balance the positive/negative space and create a unified composition.
