DOMAIN: Line and Color

CONCEPT: Line can be descriptive and color can show emotion

SUBJECT:  Warhol Self Portraits

PROBLEM STATEMENT:  Students will use line to create a self portrait of themselves  which reflects the work of Andy Warhol and uses color to describe a particular emotion

CORE STANDARDS: 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.5, 1.6 

OBJECTIVES:  

· Students will learn about the work of Andy Warhol

· Understand the meaning and use of Pop Art

· Learn hoe line and color can describe a chosen emotion

· Use line to make a visual representation of themselves

ANTICIPATED SKILLS

· Learning to use line to draw representations of themselves

· Creating a self portrait which shows emotion through the use of line and color

· Discovering how particular colors are associated with particular emotions

· Coloring within the lines and keeping the composition neat

VOCABULARY

· Andy Warhol

· Pop Art

· Line

· Color (Warm/Cool)

· Emotions

· Self Portrait

· Commercial Objects

MATERIALS: White Paper cut into squares, pencils, erasers, crayons or colored pencils, black markers 

VISUALS:  Examples of the work of Andy Warhol (Particularly those which show portraits)

MOTIVATION: 

· Andy Warhol was born in Pennsylvania in 1928

· Considered Father of “Pop Art”

· Subjects he used were popular within television, business, and mass production

· Used commercial objects such as Campbell’s Soup cans and Coca-Cola labels in his work

· Warhol painted compositions of people and objects seen in everyday life and the media

· He made self portraits of himself as well, but in multiple copies just like mass produced items

· Used different colors in each printed copy which were not true to life colors

DEMONSTRATION:  

· Have the children draw (with pencil) self portraits of themselves (provide mirrors if necessary)

· Using black marker, have them trace over the image to make it look like printing ink.  Be sure to tell them the lines should be thick and fill up the whole space

· Go over colors and their emotional values again

· Direct the students to label their papers with a particular emotion

· Using appropriate SOLID colors, fill in the self portrait with crayons or colored pencils.  Express the emotion through the use of particular colors

CLEANUP:

· After Each Class: Hand out different colored folders to each table.  Make sure students have their names on the back of their self portraits and place the papers in the folder.  Collect all black markers making sure the caps are on tightly.  Have all the children put away crayons and colored pencils in their appropriate places.
ASSESMENT/CLOSURE: 

(After Class Period 1) Ladies and Gentlemen, you are doing a beautiful job so far with your Warhol Self Portraits.  I am so proud of all of you for catching on so quick to matching colors with the emotion they represent.  The sketches look great so far as well!  Remember that your lines should be thicker in places just like cartoons often appear.  Hopefully by next week all the self portraits will be drawn and we can start adding color with crayons or colored pencils.

(After Project Completion)….

· Have the children hold up their work one at a time

· Share and discuss how the colors used in the self portraits express the emotion the student chose

· Display the Self Portraits in the Hallway
