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Domain: Color 

Concept: Color can express mood


Subject: Expressions of mood through watercolor
Problem Statement: Students will sketch an outdoor scene with pencil. They will then paint with watercolor paint, using color to create a mood for their piece of work.
Core Standards: 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.5

Objectives:

· To learn the basics of watercolor- how to manipulate: the water, the intensity of the color.
· To learn about color theory, to know the difference between warm and cool colors and the feelings that go along with them.
· To learn the basics of mixing color 
· For the students to associate color with mood
Anticipated Skills:

· Use of watercolor brushes
· Use of watercolor paints

· Using line to create a random composition of shape

Motivation:


 Good morning boys and girls.  Today we are going to be talking about colors.  Colors have a way of describing how we feel.  Has anyone ever said to you “ I feel really blue today” ?  What do you think someone means when they say that? Does it mean that they are having a great day and they feel really happy?  No, it means that they might be a little sad or depressed about something.  So do you think blue is a happy or sad color?  Well what do you think a color we would associate with being happy would be?  What color would you associate with being really hot with?  How about if you were cold what color would you think of?  Colors can make us feel different emotions and they can make us think of different temperatures. I am going to walk around and show you some painting from different artists.  I want you to look at the colors used in the art and tell me how the color affects the mood.  What do the colors in the paintings make the them feel like?   Colors can make us feel warm or cool.  In fact the colors are basically divided up into two groups, warm colors and cool colors.  Which colors do you think would be in the warm category and why?  How about the cool category? (Teacher makes a chart on the board and lists the different colors in each category- warm and cool)
Lets take yellow, what does yellow make you feel I want you to think of emotions, feelings or a temperature.  (Teacher goes through orange, red, violet, blue, and green and makes a list on the board of different emotions associated with each color.)
Today, we are going to be using color to express ourselves.  You are going to be using watercolor paints to make an abstract painting using color to express yourselves.  Each person has a piece of paper and ruler and crayons.  I want you to use the ruler and the crayons to create random shapes using lines from the ruler.  You are going to hold your paper and make lines that go every which way.  Try to make all of your shapes medium to large sized.  I want everyone to think how they feel today.  How does the snow make you feel?  How does the fact that you didn’t have a snow day make you feel?  Which ever emotions you feel today, you are going to use those colors to paint in your shapes.  If I ask you why you chose a color you have to be able to explain why you chose that color.
(Teacher gathers the students around to give them a demo of how to use watercolor)
